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Day 1

Lecture: What is the traditional architecture? 
Getting to know our own architecture and the architecture of other parts of country to make the basic differences between the various types and highlight their differences. This is done for the simple reason that the tradition would not have suffered the effects of lack of taste.  

Day 2

Lecture: The construction of the house.
Lecture on the different types of structures, in terms of applied materials and techniques. Making a construction of the house in segments, the foundation, basement and cellar - a basis of the house, then the walls and ceiling - the body of the house, and at the end - the roof construction.

Day 3

Workshop: Construction of the house.
Showing knowledge gained from the previous day in practice. All participants are involved in making a model of small house, original base dimensions 5 x 8 meters. Ratio of the model is R = 1:10. It is necessary to see on the real model the different ways of stacking stone, to display standard carpentry connection, to make all details related to roof construction etc. details, etc.. 

Day 4
Lecture: Treatment and coating surface.
Introduction to different treatments of the floor, ceiling, wall and roof planes. It is necessary to emphasize the process of treatment, stratification, and protection of these surfaces.

Day 5
Workshop: Treatment and coating surface.
Continuation of work on the model and use the knowledge gained from the previous day in practice.

Day 6
Lecture: Solving details on the exterior and interior.
Processing of different details of the house: types of windows and doors, processing visible parts of structures, decoration on the pillars and beams, use of color in architecture, conservation and renovation of the houses etc.
Day 7

Lecture: Solving details on the exterior and interior.
The use of previously acquired knowledge in order to finalize the model which became an harmonious union of traditional architectural elements. This result should to guide our participants of the course in which direction should think and create.



There are 6 working hours every day, plus two coffee breaks (0.5 hour each) and one lunch break (1 hour).
